He provides the Christian with
power for living, understanding of spiritual truth, and guidance in doing what is right. The Christian seeks to live under His
filling daily, manifesting the fruit of the Holy Spirit. Whereas not everyone has every spiritual gift, every believer is expected
to exhibit the spiritual fruit.

ABOUT MAN

Man is created as a whole being consisting of spirit, soul, and body. He is the spiritual image of God. Man is to be like
Him in character. He is the supreme object of God’s creation. Although man has tremendous potential for good, he is
marred by an attitude of disobedience towards God called "sin". This attitude separates man from God. (Genesis 1:27;
Psalm 8:3-6; Isaiah 53:6a; Romans 3:23; Isaiah 59:1, 2; 1Thessalonians 5:23)

ABOUT ETERNITY

Man was created to exist forever. He will either exist eternally separated from God by sin, or in union with God through
forgiveness and salvation. To be eternally separated from God is Hell. To be eternally in union with Him is eternal life.
Heaven and Hell are of eternal existence. (John 3:16; 1 John 2:25; Romans 6:23; Revelation 20:15; 1 John 5:11-12;
Matthew 25:31-46)

ABOUT SALVATION

Salvation is a gift by grace from God to man. Man can never make up for his sin by self-improvement or good works. Only
by trusting in Jesus Christ as God's offer of forgiveness can man be saved from sin’s penalty. Eternal life begins the
moment one receives Jesus Christ into his life by grace through faith. All believers have direct access to God through
Jesus Christ. (Romans 6:23; Ephesians 2:8,9; John 3:3; John 3:16; John 14:6, 1:12; Titus 3:5-6; Galatians 3:26; Romans
5:1)

ABOUT ETERNAL SECURITY

Because God gives man eternal life through Jesus Christ, the believer is secure in salvation for eternity. Salvation is
maintained by the grace and power of God, not by the self-effort of the Christian. It is the grace and keeping power of God
that gives this security. (John 10:29; 2 Timothy 1:12; Hebrews 7:25; Hebrews 10:10&14; 1 Peter 1:3-5.)

ABOUT THE BIBLE

The Bible is God’s inspired word to all men. It was written by human authors, under the supernatural guidance of the Holy
Spirit. It is the supreme source of truth for Christian beliefs and living. (2 Timothy 3:16; 2 Peter 1:20, 21; 2 Timothy 1:13;
Psalm 119:105,160, 12:6; Proverbs 30:5)

ABOUT THE ORDINANCES OF THE CHURCH

We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ appointed two ordinances, Baptism and the Lord's Supper, to be observed as acts
of obedience and as continual witnesses to the foundational facts of the Christian faith; that Baptism is the immersion of
the believer in water as a confession of identification with Christ in burial and resurrection.
